ALMOST 174 YEAR AGO, a headline in
the Tuam Herald for January 8th, 1848
reported that:

On Thursday last an inquest was held by
Paul Mannon, Esq, coroner, on the body of
Patt Maguire, a destitute boy, who died at
Shrule, on the evening before. It
appeared that the deceased was for some
time in the Ballinrobe Union Workhouse,
where he was obliged to leave in

consequence of the severity of the cold,
owing the scarcity of fire in that
establishment. He wended his way

towards Shrule in search of aid, and on
reaching a shed by the roadside, occupied
by one of the watchmen employed on the
public works in the neighbourhood, got
shelter therein and died of exhaustion
before morning.
Verdict: Died by  starvation and
destitution. The Ballinrobe union is under
the management of paid guardians.
