Ever since that eventful day on Thursday 12th 
March 2020, when An Taoiseach Leo Varadkar 

spoke to the Irish nation from Washington DC 
announcing new Covid19 measures among other 

things the closure of non essential businesses, 
schools and churches, later on the the 2km 
restrictions came into place and visits to 

households and neighbours were not permisseable.  
Covid19 certainly took over our daily lives in a way that seemed unimagineable, something like a 

science fiction film.  Slowly but surely the country has almost returned to some kind of pre Covid 
normality.  And yes, normality is a strange word these days. Some people do not wish to return to 
the kind of normality they enjoyed pre March 2020. A new normality has since emerged from the 

aftermath of Covid19. Some old traditions have been abandoned and new ways of doing old things 
have been developed and practiced. We see it in our own community, facemasks in Church, hand 

sanitizing at the door, no hand shaking in churches or funeral homes, good hygiene and health 
practices, like staying at home if you have flu like symptoms. Can we say, gone are the days when 
we hear some sneezing or coughing in public. A new normality has now emerged. It provides for a 

safer environment for everyone. One of the main positive outcomes from Covid19 is that we have 
discovered what it is like to help our neighbour and be there for them.  Volunteers groups in our 

parish and county helped those who were elderly and those afraid to go out in public to do their 
errends.  We became a parish and a nation that became aware of our vunerable neighbours in need 
and our christian obligation to help out in any way we could. 

Following on from this our parish group SGK is designating Tuesday 31st May 2022 as ‘Do 
something good for your neighbour day.’ Individuals, clubs, group and organisations alike in our 

parish and community are encouraged to be neighbourly to one another. Our neighbours (especially 
our elderly neighbours who are the heroes of our society) are precious and it is important to show 
them gratitude at every opportunity. This day is a reminder that we are all neighbours and that we 

should treat each other with love, respect and dignity. Celebrate the day by displaying acts of 
kindness to your neighbours, friends and anyone who crosses your path. It’s simple to do. By being 

mindful of other’s needs we become more aware of the world around us. 
 Help a neighbour bring their refuse bin to the footpath on bin day. 
 Offer to weed a flower bed. 

 When running errands, ask if there’s anything a neighbour needs. 
 Invite them over for a cuppa tea or coffee.  Visits are important.

GLENCORRIB MAN PATRICK MORAN  

WINS BRONZE M65 IN BRITISH PENTATHLON 
CHAMPIONSHIPS 

In the British Masters Outdoor Pentathlon 
Championships hosted by Oxford City AC at Horspath on 

Sunday 8th May 2022, Mayo AC was represented by 
Glencorrib man Patrick Moran. Patrick has competed 
successfully in various combined events championships 

over the years as well as National Masters indoors and 
outdoors. He is also a member of the club sprint relay 

squad who welcome new members to develop and 
compete over the summer.  Now competing in the M65 
category, he travelled to Oxford to compete in the five 

track and field events which make up the outdoor 
pentathlon – long jump, javelin, 200 metres, discus and 

1500 metres. Points are accumulated according to 
performance in each of these disciplines during the 
course of an afternoon. 

In 2017 Patrick competed in these Championships as 
M60 and won bronze with 2278 points.

6.51. These include M65 pbs for long jump, javelin, and 200 metres. He says “it was a long day, 
check in at 9am and our last event at 5pm. Mercury hit 22°C after 12pm – very hot in Oxford. I did 

my best to keep hydrated. It was a very well run event. Guests are treated same as British athletes 
and receive deserved medals”. Hearty congratulations to Patrick winning bronze M65 having

A PAINTING OF ST CLARE AND 
COMPANION on auction for Ukrainian 

refugees in Ireland has sold for €11,000 
(£9,300), nearly 30 times the starting price. 
It is one of 600 lots being auctioned from 

Clonliffe. Clonliffe has also been approved to 
house 150 Ukrainian refugees, due to move in 

over the next four weeks. 

A RELIC OF BLESSED 

JERZY POPIELUSZKO has 
been stolen.  A gold 

reliquary containing the relic 
had been given to St 
Nicholas Church in Boston 

by a parish member. The 
Polish priest and supporter 

of the Solidarity trade union 
movement was kidnapped 
in October 1984 by three 

state security police officers. 
After being severely beaten 

he was then dumped, with a 
stone tied to his feet, into the Vistula Water 
Reservoir, west of Warsaw. His body was later 

recovered and thousands including Solidarity 
leader Lech Walesa attended his funeral. His killers 

and their superior officer were later jailed for his 
death.
