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WORLD DAY FOR GRANDPARENTS & THE ELDERLY ON SUNDAY 24th JULY 2022 

Dear Friends, “In old age they will still bear fruit” (Ps 92:15). These 
words of the Psalmist are glad tidings, a true “gospel” that we can proclaim 

to all on this second World Day for Grandparents and the Elderly. They 
run counter to what the world thinks about this stage of life, but also to 

the attitude of grim resignation shown by some of us elderly people, 
who harbour few expectations for the future. 
Many people are afraid of old age. They consider it a sort of disease with 

which any contact is best avoided. The elderly, they think, are none of 
their concern and should be set apart, perhaps in homes or places where 

they can be cared for, lest we have to deal with their problems. This is the 
mindset of the “throw-away culture”, which leads us to think that we are 
somehow different from the poor and vulnerable in our midst, untouched by their frailties and 

separated from “them” and their troubles. The Scriptures see things differently. A long life – so the 
Bible teaches – is a blessing, and the elderly are not outcasts to be shunned but living signs of the 

goodness of God who bestows life in abundance. Blessed is the house where an older person lives! 
Blessed is the family that honours the elderly! 
Old age is not a time of life easily understood even by those of us who are already experiencing it. 

Even though it eventually comes with the passage of time, no one prepares us for old age, and at 
times it seems to take us by surprise. The more developed societies expend large sums on this 

stage of life without really helping people to understand and appreciate it; they offer healthcare 
plans to the elderly but not plans for living this age to the full. This makes it hard to look to the 
future and discern what direction to take. On the one hand, we are tempted to ward off old age by 

hiding our wrinkles and pretending to be forever young, while on the other, we imagine that the 
only thing we can do is bide our time, thinking glumly that we cannot “still bring forth fruit”. 

Retirement and grown children make many of the things that used to occupy our time and energy 
no longer so pressing. The recognition that our strength is ebbing or the onset of sickness can 
undermine our certainties. The fast pace of the world – with which we struggle to keep up – seems 

to leave us no alternative but to implicitly accept the idea that we are useless. We can resonate 
with the heartfelt prayer of the Psalmist: “Do not cast me off in the time of old age; forsake 

me not when my strength is spent” (71:9).  Pope Francis.                 Part 2 of 3 next weekend…

Also we have been asked to reprint 
more copies of the Silver Jubilee leaflet and these will be available too.  

 

JUST A THOUGHT - WHEN SOMEONE DIES, the first thing to do is 
nothing. Don't run out and call the nurse. Don't pick up the phone. Take 

a deep breath and be present to the magnitude of the moment.  
There's a grace to being at the bedside of someone you love as they 
make their transition out of this world. At the moment they take their 

last breath, there's an incredible sacredness in the space. The veil 
between the worlds opens. We're so unprepared and untrained in how 

to deal with death that sometimes a kind of panic response kicks in. 
"They've passed away!" 
We knew they were going to die, so their being dead is not a surprise. It's not a problem to be 

solved. It's very sad, but it's not cause to panic.  If anything, their death is cause to take a deep 
breath, to stop, and be really present to what's happening. If you're at home, maybe put on the 

kettle and make a cup of tea. 
Sit at the bedside and just be present to the experience in the room. What's happening for you? 
What might be happening for them? God’s presence is there supporting them on their way? Tune 

into all the beauty and magic.  Pausing gives your soul a chance to adjust, because no matter how 
prepared we are, a death is still a shock. If we kick right into "do" mode, and call 911, or call the 

hospice, we never get a chance to absorb the enormity of the event. 
Give yourself five minutes or 10 minutes, or 15 minutes just to be. You'll never get that time back 
again if you don't take it now. 

After that, do the smallest thing you can. Call the one person who needs to be called. Engage 
whatever systems need to be engaged, but engage them at the very most minimal level. Move 

really, really, really, slowly, because this is a period where it's easy for body and soul to get 
separated. Our bodies can gallop forwards, but sometimes our souls haven't caught up. If you have 
an opportunity to be quiet and be present, take it. Accept and acclimatize and adjust to what's 

happening. Then, as the train starts rolling, and all the things that happen after a death kick in, 
you'll be better prepared. 

You won't get a chance to catch your breath later on. You need to do it now. Being present in the 
moments after death is an incredible gift to yourself, it's a gift to the people you're with, and it's a 

gift to the person who's just died. They're just a hair's breath away. They're just starting their new 
journey in the world without a body. If you keep a calm space around their body, and in the room, 
they're launched in a more beautiful way. It's a service to both sides of the veil.             Sarah Kerr

MCALEESE ON UKRAINE AND IRELAND 
FORMER president of Ireland Mary McAleese has paid tribute to Ukraine’s 

“heroic volunteer soldiers” for holding off better  equipped and more numerous 
enemies with makeshift weapons, so that the elderly, the sick, the vulnerable 

and women and children could make their way to safety. Speaking at the 
launch of her latest book, The 17 Irish Martyrs, in All Hallows College, Dublin, 
Professor McAleese hit out at the head of the Russian Orthodox Church, 

Patriarch Kirill, saying it was “horrifying” to hear him claim divine justification 
for the war in Ukraine. She described the Patriarch of Moscow as “an 

unadorned apologist for Putin, his methods and ambitions”, 
and said his credentials as a Christian leader were “debased”. 

At the launch of her new book, which covers the stories of the 
17 Irish martyrs beatified in 1992 for their unwavering faith at 
a time of religious persecution, the Chancellor of Trinity 

College Dublin warned: “Even as we gather, they are making 
more martyrs to break our hearts, to break our spirits.” 

Drawing a parallel between Ireland and Ukraine she said that 
the religious war in the era of the 17 Irish Martyrs was a war 
of immoral, imperial, political domination by one country of

OPENING THE ARCHIVES 

Pope Francis has ordered the 
online publication of 170 

volumes of files relating to 
Jewish people from the 

recently opened Pope Pius XII 
archive. The documents that 
gather requests for help sent

people after the beginning of Nazi and fascist 

persecution have been available for consultation 
by scholars since March 2020. But Pope Francis 
has asked that the documents now be made 

accessible online to everyone.

BUILDING HOPE - NEW PROPOSALS on the 

restructuring of parishes in the Archdiocese of 
Dublin will buy the Church between five and 10 

years at most because the situation is "critical", 
a senior Dublin priest has warned. Fr Aquinas 
Duffy parish priest of Cabinteely, who is also 

Vicar Forane (rural dean) for up to 15 parishes in 
the Bray Deanery in Dublin, made his comments 

after it emerged that a total of 34 priests in the 
diocese have died since February 2020, the 
youngest of whom was just 52. 

 “Anybody who works in parishes can see the - 
structures are collapsing around us. The time 

for talk is over; concrete action needs to be 
taken,” he said. “This crisis has been coming 
for many years, but Covid has pushed us 

further over the cliff.” 
 He said the new move to appoint a parish 

priest to multiple parishes would put huge 
pressure on priests.  

As part of its plans to offset the impact of a 

declining and ageing clergy, the Archdiocese of 
Dublin's new strategy, “Building Hope”, have 

asked parishioners to identify nearby parishes 
with whom they can share resources in terms of 
finances, personnel and volunteers.  

It is Fr Duffy's view that the future will see 
funerals done without priests as the Church 

relies increasingly on lay-led liturgies. “We have 
to face the deeper questions that are coming out 
of the synodal pathway, like who is going to 

provide the Eucharist in the future? If we don’t 
consider issues like women priests and married 

priests, we are only fooling ourselves.” He said: 
“I can’t emphasise enough how critical a moment 
we are at right now. We are at a crossroads 

which will determine the future of Catholicism in 
Ireland.”
