This Sunday 24th September is World Day of

for his annual message, Pope Francis has

chosen: “Free to choose whether to migrate or to
stay”. The Holy Father says “the decision to migrate should
always be free, yet in many cases it is not. Conflicts, natural
disasters, or simply the impossibility of living a dignified &
prosperous life in one’s native land is forcing people to leave.
Migrants flee because of poverty, fear or desperation. Eliminating
these causes and putting an end to forced migration calls for
shared commitment on the part of all. We need to make every
effort to halt the arms race, economic colonialism, the plundering
of other people’s resources and the devastation of our common
home. As we work to ensure that migration is the fruit of a free
decision, we are also called to show maximum respect for the
dignity of each migrant. In whatever place we decide to build our
future, the important thing is that there always be a community
ready to welcome, protect, promote and integrate everyone,
without distinction”.
