FEASTS OF THE WEEK: 
 

Tuesday: St. Mark, Evangelist.  He was closely connected with the preaching 
of Sts. Peter, Paul and Barnabas. His Gospel was probably written in 
Rome when he was with Paul and is thought to represent St. Peter’s 
approach to the preaching of the good news. 

 

Thursday: St. Asicus.  He was St. Patrick’s expert metal work craftsman. St. 
Patrick is said to have left him in charge of the Church in Elphin 
which he founded 

Saturday: St. Peter Chanel,  Priest and Martyr. He was born in 1803 and in 
1831, he joined the newly formed Society of Mary (Marists) which 
concentrated on missionary work at home and abroad.  

Saturday: St. Catherine of Siena, doctor of the Church and patroness of  
  Europe  (1347-1380). She brought peace to Siena, to Italy and 14th 
  century Europe. She also brought about the return of the Pope to 
  Rome from exile in Avignon
