Monday: St. Paul Miki and Companions, martyrs. They were martyred at 
Nagasaki, Japan in 1597. 

Tuesday: St. Mel, bishop. He is said to have come to Ireland with St. Patrick 
and to have worked with him. He gave the veil to St. Brigid.  He died 
in 488. 

Friday: St. Scholastica, virgin. She was the sister of St. Benedict and spent 
her life in a convent.  She died in 543. 

Saturday: Our Lady of Lourdes. On this day in 1858 Our Lady first appeared 
to the delicate, 14-year-old, Bernadette Soubirous. Later Our Lady 
was to say, “I am the Immaculate Conception”. 

 

Since 1992 this feast day is World Day of the Sick.  It reminds us to see in the 
face of the sick the face of Christ who suffered, died and rose again for our 
salvation.  It reminds us also to pray for all who care for the sick and support 
them. These people continue Jesus’ own mission of caring for the weak and 
the sick.
