The Meaning of Lent

The English word ‘Lent’ comes from the Anglo-Saxon word Lencten,
meaning ‘Spring’. In other languages the word comes from the
Latin, Quadragesima - a period of 40 days. In the Christian tradition the
forty days is understood to refer to a time of intense prayer and
preparation; we remember the biblical stories of Noah and the flood of 40
days, the forty years the Israelites spent wandering in the wilderness and Christ’s forty day fast
in the desert in preparation for his earthly ministry.

What is Ash Wednesday?
Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of the Season of Lent. It is a season of penance, reflection,
and fasting which prepares us for Christ’s Resurrection on Easter Sunday.

Why we receive ashes on Ash Wednesday?

"Remember, Man is dust, and unto dust you shall return.”

Ashes are a symbol of penance made sacramental by the blessing of the Church, and they help
us develop a spirit of humility and sacrifice. The ashes are made from the blessed palms used in
the Palm Sunday celebration of the previous year. While the ashes symbolize penance and
contrition, they are also a reminder that God is gracious and merciful to those who call on Him
with repentant hearts.

2023 TROCAIRE APPEAL

As you are aware, Lent is an extremely important period of
the year for Trdcaire. Trocaire relies heavily on income
that comes in during Lent, through the generosity of
parishes and schools, to fund its core work.
