The First Sunday of Advent is the first day of the Church’s new liturgical year.  During 
the coming year the whole of Christ’s life will be put before us in the various seasons 
celebrated by the Church.  The Good News of Christ’s teaching will be read for us at 
Mass each Sunday.  During Advent we prepare to celebrate the birth of Jesus Christ 
who is the fulfilment of all our hopes and dreams.  Advent looks forward also to 
Christ’s second coming (as it does today) when God’s plan of salvation will reach its 
complete fulfilment. We are told in today’s Gospel to ‘watch ourselves’, to ‘stay 
awake’ in order to survive the final judgement that can come at any moment.
