NATIONAL NOVENA AT KNOCK SHRINE: The National 

Novena to Our Lady will take place from 14th to 22nd August. 

The Novena offers 9 days of  reflection and prayer and a chance 

to reconnect with your faith in the unique and sacred space of 

Knock Shrine. Ceremonies are held in the Basilica at 3pm and 

8pm each day, with daily workshops at 12 noon in the Novena 

Village (adjacent to the Basilica). The theme for this year’s  

Novena is “Caring for Creation”. Over the course of the nine-day 

Novena, guest speakers will offer insights into a variety of topics, 

from personal faith stories to how we are responding to a  

changing world. This is the line-up of speakers:

Creeslough, Co. Donegal where an explosion ripped through a 

petrol station last October, claiming the lives of 10 people. He 

will share his first-hand experience of the tragedy, and explain 

how his faith sustained him and others in the aftermath.
