Altar Servers and Collection Baskets are Back! This Sunday, for the first time since the outbreak of Covid in March 

2020, we are delighted to welcome back altar servers in Bohola and Shraheens. First up in Shraheens are Dara and 

Aoife McNicholas and in Bohola, Simone MacNicholas and Orlaith Redmond lead the way. They will be followed 

next Sunday by Aoife and Sophie Doherty in Shraheens and by James Colgan and Tadhg Treanor in Bohola. 

Altar servers have to earn their keep so they will collect the money! That means that collection baskets also make 

their return and will be passed around as they were before Covid. Envelopes can still be put in the ‘Offerings Box’ 

at the back of the church. 
 

Annual Mass and Gathering for Bereaved Parents: A special Mass for Bereaved Parents will take place in St John’s Rest and 

Care Centre, Knock Shrine, on Sunday, 13th November at 3pm. The names of all deceased children will be read out during a 

special ceremony of light. Celebrant will be Fr Brendan Hoban. All bereaved parents / grandparents are welcome to attend. 

 

Parish Pastoral Councils: It is now the policy of our Diocese to have a single PPC in each 

parish. Bishop Paul is asking that PPCs would be established in each parish by 5th of 

February, 2023. On that weekend there will be a commissioning ceremony for PPCs 

throughout the Diocese. Following the establishment of PPCs in every parish of the Diocese, 

there will be a formation programme for them, so that we are all clear on the role PPCs play 

in the life of the parish. 

A meeting of the Bohola Pastoral Council will take place this Tuesday evening, November 8th 

at 8.00pm in the Parish Centre and all members are asked to attend. This will be the final 

meeting of the present Council (sad!) as a number of members have served the maximum of 

two terms. Consequently, all Bohola parishioners will be asked to nominate replacements in 

the coming weeks. In the meantime, we ask you to consider who you think may be suitable 

(including yourself) for the role and put their names forward, with their consent, at the 

appropriate time. 

With regard to Straide, 23 names were put forward back in September. The Constitution for 

PPCs allows for a maximum of 15 to serve on the Council so we will have to do a bit of 

sorting out in the coming weeks but hopefully the Council will be fully formed before 

Christmas and well ahead of the February deadline. 
 

Making Sense of the Sunday Gospels: As we approach the season of Advent, there will be an opportunity to take a closer 

look at the Sunday Gospels and to see how they relate to our daily lives, using the traditional practice of Lectio Divina, 

“Praying with Scripture.” The sessions will be held on four Tuesday evenings of November - 8th, 15th, 22nd and 29th, in An
