5 of the existing Ballina Municipal District Councillors were returned, Councillors Loftus, Reape, Weir,
O’Hara and Munnelly together with new Councillor, Mark Duffy. Councillors Smyth and Cruise are now part of
Claremorris/Swinford Municipal District and | would like to wish them well.

I would also like to wish Mr. Gerry Ginty well in his retirement from his role as County Councillor and to thank him for
his work over many years.

The year was also marked by sadness following the death of Mr. Joe Loftus, former D.O. S with Mayo County Council.
Mr. Loftus was assigned responsibility for Ballina Municipal District for the period December 2015 to April 2017 and
served with dedication and commitment to the community in Ballina and surrounding areas during this time.

Finally, I'd like to acknowledge and thank all the Council staff for their hard work and dedication, and to extend my
best wishes to everyone who retired in 2019.

applications, 6 no. were approved. We also assisted one applicant to purchase their property under the 2016

Incremental Tenant Purchase Scheme.

There are seven Elected Members in Castlebar Municipal District since the Local Elections in June 2019 and they meet on
the last Wednesday of every month to discuss the development and implementation of policies across a broad
range of areas. The Members work closely with the Director of Services, the Head of the Municipal District, the Senior
Executive Engineer and the support staff of Mayo County Council to ensure that Castlebar Municipal District
continues to thrive, both socially and economically.

The town of Castlebar is actively twinned with Hoechstadt in Germany and Peekshill, New York State which are seen as
important cultural links.

2019 HIGHLIGHTS

> The 11 million euro Complex at Lough Lannagh, Castlebar
was officially opened by Michael Ring TD, Minister for Rural
and Community Development on 26th April 2019. The
facility was made possible through a funding package that
included Mayo County Council, Department of Transport,
Tourism and Sport and the local community. The state-of-
the-art facility comprises a 25m 8 lane competitive pool, a
learner pool, a Health Spa which includes Sauna and Steam
room, 2 Yoga Suites and a top-class Gym. It is renowned
regionally as a top-class centre for high-performance
swimming and competitions. The facility is being run under
a public private partnership arrangement that involves
Mayo County Council operating the pool and The
Movement providing gym and front of house services.

> Castlebar was declared winner of the ‘Rising Star Award’ at the 2019 Bank of Ireland National Enterprise Town Awards.
This accolade is awarded to towns and urban areas that have improved significantly as a place to live and comes with
€20,000 for investment in community projects.
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> As part of the Rebuilding Ireland Programme, two new
council housing projects were completed in Castlebar
Municipal District in 2019 - six units at Taobh an Chnoic,
Pound Road, Castlebar (pictured left) and 8 units at Cois
Cairn, Parke, Castlebar.

Both housing developments were completed to a high
standard and were allocated to families and individuals on
the council’s waiting list.

> In September 2019, Breaffy House Resort welcomed the participants of the 2019 European Senior, World U-23 and
Junior Tug of War Championships. Castlebar Municipal District hosted a civic welcome for the captains for each team on
the 3rd September 2019. It was a hugely successful event and a great boost for Castlebar Town.

> At the Castlebar Municipal District meeting in January 2019,
Ms. Renata Nolan, County Commissioner for Mayo Scouts,
presented the members with a gift as an acknowledgement of
their support given to the Scouts.

Mayo County Council does its utmost every year to draw
some of the best talents from all over the county to its
flagship Mayo Day event, located at Turlough House in

recent years.
This all-encompassing event is focused on a different theme
each year but in the past has linked together: the arts, music,
literature, food and business.

> In May 2019, Castlebar Municipal District hosted a
delegation from its twinned town in Hochstadt, Germany.

The Report of the Local Electoral Area Boundary Committee 2018 made a number of recommendations in relation to
County Mayo and in particular the revision of existing boundaries between Electoral Areas and the size of these
areas.

As a result, the Claremorris-Swinford Municipal District was established, and is substantially larger than any other
Municipal District in the County. The Municipal District now serves:

- one third of the population

- one third of the County’s elected representatives

- almost two fifths of the total road network

- seven of the twelve towns in the county with population greater than 1,000

The Municipal District consists of Claremorris Electoral Area, with 6 Elected Representatives, and Swinford Electoral
Area, with 4 Representatives. This is a total of 10 Elected Representatives for the Municipal District as a whole.

From May 2019, an additional population of 11,958 was included with the former Claremorris Municipal District, in
the new Claremorris-Swinford Municipal District Area. This consists of the Towns/Areas of Kiltimagh, Swinford,
Foxford, Mayo Abbey and their hinterlands.

From January to July Council Officials worked with Mulranny Tidy Towns Committee,
Mulranny Community Futures and other voluntary groups in the village in preparation for the
adjudication. This includes physical improvements in the village, preparation of a 20 page portfolio and
drafting of itinerary for the adjudicators visit. Nine judges visited the village on 26th July 2019 where
they were given a presentation on all aspects of life in Mulranny before they were taken on a tour of

the village.

A delegation from the Mulranny Entente Florale steering committee and Mayo County Council travelled
to the Entente Florale awards ceremony in Haus im Ennstal, Austria where they were awarded with a
Silver Award in the prestigious competition. The Best Practice Award went to the Old Irish Goat project
in Mulranny and a Special Certificate was awarded for the Mulranny Green Plan.

Pontoon and Slipway at Westport Harbour

The construction of a new floating pontoon and slipway at Westport Harbour was completed in
November 2019. The development cost approximately €300,000 and consists of:

e Anew pontoon 45.2m in length and 3m wide; and
e Anew s slipway 37m in length and 5m wide.

The slipway and pontoon have allowed greater accessibility to the marine environment for emergency
services e.g. the Coastguard, leisure crafts, fishing and tourism vessels. The Slipway is primarily used for
the launching and retrieval of boats, whilst the pontoon allows for the safe embarking and disembarking

of passengers and crew.
