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Stone building at Carn, ;

Therg is a peculiar stone structure at Carn, six miles from Gruaamﬁliggf
and abgut & mile from the parish church at Ballyglass. This building~is
small and circular in shape and is situated on a small hill near the road-
side. Within ten feet of the structure is a pile of stones standihg about
five feet ‘high and irregularly shaped, I was told that up to a“few years
ag0, several more of those piles stood and that at one time, thirteen of
those mounds ‘formed a crescent pattern near the hut, One pile of stones
was erected within a few feet of the door which faces gouth, southwest.

I have found it impossible to trace the origin of this dwelling,
as dwelling it appears to have been, The opinion he by loeal people is. -
that this was a2 strfonghold used by the Barretts or Iynotts during the wars
between those two fa®tions. I believe the buiigfng belongs to a much
earlier pariod,

The following is 2 desdription of the hutg-

The building is in fairly“good condition ox the whole though obvioualy
unappreciated and neglected\and has been fised as a hen-house for years; it
is still used for that purpohe, The landowner is Mr HRoderick Finnerty,
Carn, Moygownagh, Ballina and ‘e does/not objeet to inspection by visitors,
The Office of Public Works have“not £aken the hut into their charge nor do
they appear to have examined the Wwilding.

The wall is vertical, circular dnd apparently of an even thickness of 2473
in parts it is 7' high and in 6ther parts &',

The interior diameter is roughly 10 feet.and a double row of niches or
receptacles are built in a round the inferior of the wall in alternate
fashion, Two holes or sockets, on opposite sides and at the top of the
wall, seem to have been fizsed for holding a Peam from which to suspend meat
which was probably roasted over a fire placed\in the centre of the floor, -
It appears that ani bones were found in the ‘Qqut, -

In the east wall, 5fbatched up breach was obviously & window measuring app.

The doorway 15.Eyﬁly damaged and I am told, was arched on the outside;
inside, it is rectangularly shaped without trace of 20 arch and measures
approximately 6" x 219", ! ;
Inside, the roof appears to slope to = point, a small eideular hole appear-
ing at the fop but apparently not penetrdating to the outside, This auex is
about twelve fest from the ground level, From outside, tha roof seems to
be corbelled, sloping to a point and being partly covered with growth; from
the top’ of the wall to tip of roof is about &', -

Two ndows, one in the north east and the other in the south east of the

rugf measure each, 15" x 127,
