FEASTS OF THE WEEK:
Monday:
St. Kevin, abbot. He was born in Leinster. He became a hermit in Glendalough, Co. Wicklow but disciples gathered around him.  A great monastic settlement developed in the glen after his death in 618.

Tuesday:
Sts. Charles Lwanga and Companions, martyrs.  These were 22 Ugandan youths martyred in 1886.

Wednesday:
St. Boniface, bishop and martyr (673-754).  He was born in Devonshire and went as a missionary to Germany.  He founded monasteries in Bavaria
Thursday:
St. Jarlath, bishop.  He was a disciple of St. Enda in Aran and became abbot bishop of the monastery he founded at Tuam in the sixth century. 
He is patron saint of the Archdiocese of Tuam.
Friday:
The Sacred Heart of Jesus.  The Sacred Heart is the traditional image signifying the infinite love of Jesus for each one of us.

Saturday:
The Immaculate Heart of the Blessed Virgin Mary.  This feast is celebrated the day after the feast of the Sacred Heart of Jesus to emphasise the close connection between Jesus and Mary, his Mother.
