VOCATIONS SUNDAY:

Today is Vocations Sunday when we are asked to pray for vocations to the priesthood and religious life. People ask what is going to happen in the diocese and in our parish if the shortage of vocations continues.  In contrast to the shortage of vocations in Ireland vocations world-wide were never so numerous.  Some priests from abroad are already working in parts of the country and it seems more will have to be sought in the future.

The clearest aspect of God’s call in Ireland today is the responsibility Jesus gives to us all in Baptism for the maintenance and future of the church in our own parish.  The Parish Pastoral Council is the means specifically designed to give people the opportunity to fulfil this responsibility.

Full-time shepherds will always be needed.  We pray that young men will respond generously to this special call.

FEASTS OF THE WEEK:

Tuesday:
St. George, martyr.  He was venerated as a soldier-saint at Lydda in the Holy Land where he was probably martyred around 300AD.  His cult was popularised in England by returning Crusaders.  He is patron saint of England and Portugal.

Thursday:
St. Mark, Evangelist.  He was closely connected with the preaching of Sts. Peter, Paul and Barnabas. His Gospel was probably written in Rome when he was with Paul and is thought to represent St. Peter’s approach to the preaching of the good news.

Saturday:
St. Asicus.  He was St. Patrick’s expert metal work craftsman. St. Patrick is said to have left him in charge of the Church in Elphin which he founded
