There will be just one weekend mass in Kilmeena Church on either Saturday evening or Sunday morning and one weekday mass in Fahy Church on either Monday evening or Friday evening.  At this weekend's mass there will be a questionnaire distributed to all in attendance where you will be given the opportunity to express your preference for the weekend mass and weekday mass.  All questionnaires to be returned the following weekend Sunday, May 12th.  Questionnaires will not be accepted after this time.

FEASTS OF THE WEEK:

Wednesday:
Blessed John Sullivan, priest. Born in Dublin in 1861 into a Church of Ireland family.  He studied the classics and law in Trinity College and Lincoln’s Inn, London.  He became a Catholic at 35 years and returned to Dublin.  He was ordained a Jesuit in 1907 and spent the rest of his life in Clongowes Wood College. He had a widespread reputation for holiness and being good to anybody in need.  He died in February 1933 and was declared blessed on  13th May 2017 in Gardiner Street, Church, Dublin.
Friday:
St. Comgall, abbot.  He was born in Co. Antrim in 516 and studied under Finnian of Moville.  He established a monastery at Bangor about 555 where Columbanus studied.  He died about 602.
