PARISH NEWS:
FIRST FRIDAY:

Next Friday is the First Friday in May.  Mass in Myna church will be at 8.00pm. Confessions will be heard before Mass.

HOLY COMMUNION will be brought to the sick and house bound in Fahy and Myna church areas on Friday.

FEASTS OF THE WEEK:

Monday:
St. Catherine of Siena, doctor of the Church and patroness of Europe (1347-1380). She brought peace to Siena, to Italy and 14th century Europe.  She also brought about the return of the Pope to Rome from exile in Avignon. 
Tuesday:
St. Pius V, Pope (1504-1572).  He implemented the decrees of the Council of Trent.  He founded the Catholic League which defeated the Islamic Turkish fleet at Lepanto and saved Europe from Islam.

Wednesday:
1st May - St. Joseph the Worker.  This feast was instituted to remind us of the dignity of human labour and to encourage us to place our work under the patronage of St. Joseph who was himself a tradesman.

Thursday:
St. Athanasius, bishop and doctor of the Church (298-373). He was bishop of Alexandria in Egypt for 45 years but spent 17 of them in exile for defending the divinity of Jesus Christ against the Arian heresy.

Friday::
St Philip and St. James, apostles.  Philip was born in Bethsaida.  He asked to see Jesus and having met Him identified Him to others. 


James was son of Alphaeus and a cousin of Jesus.  He became bishop of Jerusalem, wrote one of the Epistles and led a life of penance.  He was martyred in 62 AD.

Saturday
St. Conleth, bishop. He was said to be from Wicklow.  He was living as a hermit when St. Bridget persuaded him to come and be chaplain for her community in Kildare. He is buried beside her in the great church there.
