FEASTS OF THE WEEK:

Monday:
St. Oliver Plunkett, bishop and martyr.  The feast is not celebrated this year..
Wednesday:
St. Thomas, apostle.  For Thomas, seeing was believing. On seeing the risen Lord he changed from being ‘doubting Thomas’ to being able to say to Jesus ‘My Lord and My God’.

Thursday:
St. Elizabeth of Portugal. Elizabeth was a Spanish princess who was given in marriage to King Denis of Portugal at the age of twelve. She was also very devout, and went to Mass every day. She was a wonderful model of kindness toward the poor and a successful peacemaker between members of her own family and between nations.
Saturday:
St. Maria Goretti. (1890 – 1902) is an Italian virgin-martyr of the Roman Catholic Church, and is one of its youngest canonized saints. She died from multiple stab wounds inflicted by her attempted rapist after she refused to submit to him. She is Patron of youth, young women, purity, and victims of rape
